He said while
members of the legal frater-
nity understand the process,
laypersons, including “highly
educated” ones, can be
influenced by instantaneous
social media commentary.

Bar & Bench reports that,
speaking at the launch of the
book [In] Complete Justice?
The Supreme Court at 75,
edited by former Orissa High

explained that judges some-
times make strong remarks
during hearings only to test
lawyers and elicit their best
arguments. “Personally
speaking, I developed the art
of ignoring what the media
says. But due to live-tweeting,
what happens is what the
judge has said is projected as
a final decision. A few days
later, when the judgment
comes the other way, it cre-
ates confusion,” he said.
Justice Oka cited the
Supreme Court’s 2015 verdict
striking down the National
Judicial Appointments
Commission (NJAC) as an
example, questioning how
television channels began
analysing it almost immedi-

‘Verbal observations not verdict’

I asked one television anchor,
when this judgment was
uploaded, within minutes you
started analysing the judg-
ment. How could you read a
1,000-page judgment within
10 minutes?” he recalled, con-
trasting it with the more care-
ful practice of earlier gener-
ations of court reporters.

The discussion was moder-
ated by Newslaundry’s
Managing Editor Manisha
Pande, with Justice
Muralidhar and Professor
Gopal Guru as co-panellists.
Picking up on Justice Oka’s
point, Justice Muralidhar
acknowledged the per-
formative aspect of modern-
day courtrooms. “This is an
inevitable situation. Courts

judges are aware of it and
they are performing for the
gallery,” he observed.

He cautioned, however,
that the circulation of viral
courtroom clips, from sharp
judicial observations to
moments of rebuke, risked
skewing public perception. “It
is inevitable in a democratic
space, but the media must
resist over-sensationalising
and place them in context,” he
said.

The discussion began with
Pande asking whether India
had done enough to protect
press freedom and shield
individuals from “trials by
media.”

The Noida dowry death case has taken a dramatic
turn with fresh allegations surfacing against the vic-
tim’s family. Nikki Bhati’s family had accused her hus-
band and in-laws of dowry harassment, but now a
similar accusation has emerged against her own
family. Nikki Bhati's sister-in-law Minakshi, estranged
wife of her brother Rohit Payla, has alleged that she
too faced dowry harassment by her in-laws. Rohit and
Minakshi, 31, got married in 2016. Minakshi claimed
that her family had given a Maruti Suzuki Ciaz as
dowry, but her in-laws had sold it, calling it “inaus-
picious.” The Paylas, family of Nikki Bhati, had then
demanded a new model of Scorpio SUV and cash,
Minakshi’s family claimed. On being denied, Minakshi
alleged that her in-laws sent her back to her parents’
